Ladies and Gentlemen,

In this precious moment, this is on behalf of  the Community and Government of Central Kalimantan, I embrace a happiest wellcome to the all of participants of this seminar who have come through a long journey to arrive to this very young lovely city in Indonesia namely Palangka Raya.

Ladies and Getlemen,

Management of Water and Soil / Land by human would determine the quality of Air and Environment; a basic cycle applies to all mankind. Territorial components are permanent in space or spatial scale. Although the various components of the space covered by two main groups consisting of biotic (components of life) and abiotic (component lifeless). At the time of intervention / management space is done by human or artificial, the new balance of ecosystem pattern appears in the form of either positive or negative. When good management, the space will result in a good and fun and harmony for the all components.

Although varieties of sentient life that inhabit space have their specific management each, managers determine the most space are human, because the level of intellectual human ability among the most highest of all space inhabitants. Human is the most important factor in giving well-defined or poor pattern of management that also occur naturally / being done by other than human beings in a space. Management's ability to obtain the space, the human must be able to create a harmonious space / ecological balance in collaboration with the elements biotic and abiotic, where if this is fulfilled, then the other thing, apart from the man himself, can form a component of natural ecology, such as ecological forest creature , being pasture ecology, river ecology creature, creature swamp ecology and others.

Based on spatial concepts, spatial management in Central Kalimantan is done in a formal juridical, namely to create Spatial Plan Area (RTRW). RTRW has been formed based on the database component abiotic and biotic. Land suitability map was formed from resultant of various maps, such as soil maps, forest maps, and land use map of the closure, settlement maps, hydrology maps, administrative maps, and others.

The concept of spatial / space in Central Kalimantan is emphasized on the ability to access by local governments in the span of each space in this area in accordance with the function and utilization criteria in the spatial plan. In general there are two functions and utilization area in Central Kalimantan. Protected Area is the first and second area is the cultivation.

Protected area is divided into several hierarchies, such as National Parks, Protected Forest, Nature, Art Culture and other aspects of nature conservation. While the cultivation area include the area of production for both crops, forestry (forest production and forest industry plants), settlements, agricultural crops, and other aspects of production.

Ladies and Getlemen,

Regarding to the rule of Central Kalimantan Province in Sustainable Management of Water and Land Resources, I would like get into the past or looking back to the short history and the ongoing conditions of existence of this province in Republic of Indonesia.
Central Kalimantan in Bahasa Indonesia (Indonesia language) is Propinsi Kalimantan Tengah (Central Kalimantan Province). The province lies in central of Indonesia and Kalimantan Island. Central Kalimantan is located between 0° 45' North Latitude and 3° 3' South Latitude, and between 111° and 116° East Longitude.

Central Kalimantan is in the heart of the world. It is the lung of the world. It is the third largest province in Indonesia. It covers 153,564 sq km  (square kilometres) or 28% from total size of Kalimantan, or 8% from total of size of land area of Indonesian Archipelago that is about 2,037,087 sq km. Tropical rain forest (145,000.7 sq km) in many different stages of exploitation covers about 94% of the land. The present tropical rain forest of Central Kalimantan is to be said as a biggest such kind of forest appearance in the Borneo Island.  

Central Kalimantan Province is a part of Borneo / Kalimantan island.  The island covers three countries those are Indonesia (Kalimantan), Brunei Darussalam and Malaysia (Sabah and Sarawak). Central Kalimantan Province itself covers 153,564 square kilometers or 28% from total size of Kalimantan (part of Indonesia), or 8% from total of size of land area of Indonesian Archipelago that is about 2,037,087 square kilometers. 

The province has a very small number of populations, with a population of more than 2 million according to the data of year 2008. The average density of the population is very low for only 13 person per square kilometers. The most predominant tribe in the province is Dayak. 

Most of the people in this Province earn their living by working in agricultural sector such as plantation, animal husbandry, and fishery. The rest earn their living in the mining, industry, trade, and the other services. However, the main income for people in this Province comes from forestry sector such as timber, rattan and rubber. The second income is from minerals such as gold and home industry of various handicrafts. 

Major potency of Central Kalimantan is about 94% of the land area covered by tropical rain forest (145,000.7 sq km). The forest provides many kinds of trees. The commercial woods as follows:  iron wood (Eusideroxylon zwageri), lanan (Shorea leprosula), meranti (Shorea spp.), ramin (Gonystyllus bancanus sp.), agathis etc.

Central Kalimantan is also famous for its ape species such as orang hutan / great ape (Pongopygmaeus), bekantan (Nasalis larvatus), owa-owa (Hylobates mulleri), kera buku (Tarsius); as well as beruang or bear (Heralactos malayanue); rangkong bird; beo bird; snakes etc.

The important cash crops grown in the province are rubber, oil palm, coconut, coffee and pepper products. Cultivation area of plantation has covered 640,000 hectares.  There is 3,139,500 hectares of land available and considered suitable for plantation.  On the other hand, the local people plant some number of the rattan areas, although the rattan is a forest product.

The largest sub-sector in terms of output and employment is almost exclusively under the domain of forestry sub-sector, and estate crops in limited number. The forest concessions dominate forestry sub-sector. However, by the year 2001, another commodity that is fruits from about 200,000 hectares oil palm is going to harvest. There is needed more factories to make the harvest into the final products. In the line, a reformation in the forestry sub-sector has been started. This reformation would change the forest concessions into different types of forest management. 

Net production of wood in Central Kalimantan is about 4 million cubic metres a year consisting of Meranti (33 %), Ramin (16%), Agathis (13%) and mixed hardwoods (38 %). The forest exploitation produces wood waste (logging and industry) about 15 %. 

Central Kalimantan is the largest rattan producer in Indonesia, but it has only a limited number of rattan industry in this region. Rattan as raw material is sent to outside of Central Kalimantan. Most of industries located in Cirebon, Central Java. Approximation of Rattan production in Central Kalimantan is 500,000 tons per year. It is 80 % of rattan productions in Indonesia. 

Mineral deposits in Central Kalimantan are mostly not explored yet and from research it is known that there are several minerals available, among others: coal, peat, tin, nickel, copper, silver, lead, zinc, gold, diamonds, iron, limestone, kaolin (Chinese clay), quartz sand and phosphate. Recently, a Canadian mining company has reported a very promising gold-copper deposit in the province.

The mineral sector is playing an important role in Indonesia's economy, initially as a source of export earnings, but to a growing extent as a source of employment mostly not for the local.

The widespread of primary gold occurrences have lead to the formation of numerous alluvial deposits of varying tonnage and grade. Several joint venture companies are currently exploring some of the larger deposits on the base of a "Contract of Work" agreement with the Government of Indonesia. One of those undertaking is a gold mining company, which goes already in production.

Exploration licenses already cover large contracts of Indonesia. However, there is still available area. Many local mining entrepreneurs are seeking foreign partners for both finance and expertise. Such case is also valid for Central Kalimantan Province. While, a mass number of traditional miners is panning for gold in the rivers.

Many of the deposits reported or found before World War II, some deposits discovered because of oil or mineral exploration. From those references, expect coal potential in Kalimantan. The result of coal exploration to the end of 1986, especially for Central Kalimantan there are coal resources of Bituminous and Lignite types in total 242.5 millions tonnes, includes measured, indicated and inferred.

For centuries, Central Kalimantan was under the rule of Banjarmasin, which had been a Moslem Sultanate since 17th century. The Banjarmasin at that time was developed with the government structure completed the government rules which ruled the whole Sultanate, and led them to be powerful on the Borneo Island, while the original inhabitants of Kalimantan (Borneo), the 'Dayak', lived in small communities in rural areas of the island. 

In 18th century, that was in the years between 1841 and 1848, a Dutch Geologist, Schwaner, carried out an exploration and mapping in Central Kalimantan and went along the Barito, Kahayan, Kapuas, and Katingan rivers. At the same time he also collected data on the locations of the villages / communities of the 'Dayak' by the rivers. 

To express gratitude to the Geologist, the mountains that separate Central Kalimantan and West Kalimantan was then named after him, "Schwaner". 

A few years later, that was between 1880 and 1890, for the reasons of politic and trade, the Dutch Colonist built five canals that link Kapuas, Barito, and Kahayan rivers. The purpose of this was to quicken the communication as well as river transportation from rural areas to the end of the southeast part of the island. 

At the end of the 19th century, Central Kalimantan, according to the Dutch Colonist, was included in the residence of South Kalimantan. 

At that time, South Kalimantan consisted of the Afdeeling (Dutch terminology for their colony) Kapuas Barito (Dayak Besar) and the swapraja, which was called the Sultanate of Kotawaringin. The division of the smaller follows the river stream pattern that flows through Central Kalimantan. This land division was possible because the people's villages were usually on the riverbank that flows and divides Central Kalimantan. 

In carrying out governmental duties at the lower level, they use the traditional governmental systems. Based on the system mentioned above, the Dutch used the traditional local leader to carry out the law especially the one that had connection with sources of income in the villages such as taxes. The Dutch also used people as free labour or slaves, called Rodi for Dutch benefits, like making roads, tunnels and so forth. 

In every river stream and certain area villages, there were a few Demang (Kepala Adat). His job was to lead several kampoongs (hamlets) along the river and region, which was the responsible of that Demang, This region called Kademangan. Beside Demang who was responsible for those Kampoongs, there was a Kampoong chief who elected by the people and he had important duties and great responsibility. The Chief of the Kampoong, elected by the people called Pambakal. His main job was to give tasks or jobs ordered or forced by the colonists to the people. After the Dutch left this area, the Japanese replaced the position. In this period, Kalimantan become one province, called the Borneo Minseibu with a governor named Cookan. The capital was Banjarmasin. 

Central Kalimantan was a part of Kalimantan province. The division of the government had not changed more than that of the previous one. However, from the top rank until the sub the Japanese governed district leadership of government. 

In 1945, the Japanese Colony was ended by the coming of the Alliance (Australia) in Central Kalimantan. They wanted to take off the Japanese troop weapons. At the same time the NICA (Dutch, Australia were. NICA is stand for Nederland’s Indies Civil Administration; it was a post-war administration system that imposed by the Dutch in occupied territories) troop was also coming. The Alliance on September 27, 1945 sent out the last Japanese troops in Central Kalimantan. They passed Kumai and Banjarmasin directly went to their country. The local people controlled the regions that left by Japanese.  Then, the regions join the Republic of Indonesia that proclaimed at 17 August 1945. 

The province was borne as the result of reorganization of Indonesian provinces in Kalimantan. It used to be a part of South Kalimantan Province.

Most of the land of the province is still mysterious, Southern part in general is cover by peat land and tidal areas. Across to the North, the landscapes come to the mountainous area of the Muller Schwanner mountain belt. This also is still to be a mysterious place for people. 

Capital of the province is Palangka Raya. This city is in the centre from the all districts in the province. There is no so much different level of the development stages between the province and the districts; instead many of districts have been able to achieve a relatively bigger progress of development than the province, such as district of Kotawaringin Timur, Kotawaringin Barat and Barito Utara. This is caused by the leading position of Palangka Raya in the centre of province to bring about better simultaneous growing stages to the hinterland areas. Nowadays, inhabitants of this province are only about 12 person per square kilometers and they are multi ethnic and multi cultural from all over Indonesian. However the first native inhabitant is the Dayak tribes. 

Whenever you take a look from the window of a plane to the land surface of Central Kalimantan, you have to find a way to disclose the almost forever silvery clouds in the blue sky that always cover sky of the Isen Mulang (or no retreat land). If it is enable, with a curious and distinctive effort, at first, you may be able to have a look to the almost virgin and silent shoreline of the province in the beach of Java Sea along 750 kilometers, there the downstream of big rivers comes to the end as just look like the head of big dragon in a never ending body. There are 11 big rivers and thousands of tributaries and small rivers. By the time you will see the hearth of Central Kalimantan, the province's capital of Palangka Raya that is lied down almost in the centre of Borneo Island.

After Indonesia proclaimed its independence at 17 August 1945, Banjarmasin (now South Kalimantan) carried the Government in Central Kalimantan, but gradually there came the inspiration and ideas of the people to establish a separate province as an autonomous Region. 

The inspiration and ideas was based on the fact that most of the economy and trade development in this region was supported by the crops and natural resources of the region which were transported using the rivers. 

After some great effort and long hard work, on May 23rd, 1957 the first President of Republic of Indonesia, Prof. DR. Ir. Soekarno, officially declared Central Kalimantan to become an autonomous province in Indonesia with 'Pahandut' was the capital city. 

Thereafter, 'Pahandut' was changed into 'Palangka Raya' which means 'Sacred Place’; Honorable and Great; with Tjilik Riwut was the first-governor which was previously handled by a caretaker Mr. Raden Tumenggung Arya Milono.

Palangka Raya is a small city that has been created from nothing else except the jungle, as a result of grand design of Republic of Indonesia in the earlier time of Indonesian independence. The city was erected by the first President of Indonesia, Mr. Soekarno in togetherness with Mr. Tjilik Riwut and the local leaders of native people of Dayak. However, the city has been built hand in hand by almost all of the peoples of Indonesian. This is the only one of first city that has been planned and built from nothing in Indonesia. The city can be said as a nice gift of the earlier time of Indonesian independence that is in 1957.

Palangka Raya city can bee seen as a corner stone of a city development in Indonesia, because it was borne as the result of the fruit of Indonesian independence. It is from nothing to anything. This is the one reason for annually event in the city has been arranged in an annual festival of Art and Culture of Dayak that is so called Isen Mulang Festival. This is an agenda of art and culture of the traditional Dayak tribes and their cultural blending to the outsides of their world. This event calendar takes place at month of May in every year.

Bung Karno (first Indonesian’s President) had declared that Palangka Raya city in Kalimantan Tengah be a candidate the capital of Indonesia. It is not something simple, but born of the visionary views of the founding father of our nation. 

Before geologist in the world to give evidence / data that the island of Kalimantan is relatively safe from the earthquake compared to other islands in Indonesia. Kalimantan island history, that there is no explicit evidence to show this island had experienced earthquake directly. The evidence from the story of the ancestor, experience an earthquake occurred just as the indirect impacts of volcanic activities in the region outside the island of Kalimantan.
Ladies and Gentlemen,

The description mentioned above about this province may bring us to the Projection on Ecosystem Rule of the Central Kalimantan Region.
First of all, I’ll be a little bit indirect to the matter, to tell you when in the night sky bright and we observe the sky from the city Palangka Raya, we can see a lot of aircraft through the air of the city Palangka Raya at the altitude up to 9000 meters. We can see the reference flight path of commercial planes, was indeed true that may go through the air Kalimantan / Kalimantan Tengah. This will also congruent with the geographic location of central Kalimantan in the middle of Indonesia, and in the middle of a world map of continent. Central Kalimantan province, located in the middle of the Indonesian province of Kalimantan is in very good position to become the infrastructure integrator Kalimantan. To build the road Kalimantan, Railway Kalimantan, Kalimantan Telecom and others, will not be integrated if they are not passing through this region.

Land in Central Kalimantan is only fertile for a few crops, more suitable for the plantation. Fertility forest land for tropical forests, form a variety of constellation, those parameters of a natural cycle of natural ecosystems, but very vulnerable if the closing of the change of land change, considering rotten organic matters and humus decomposition, and not the nature of the land that carried forest lush tropical growth. Like the land of Palangka Raya city, it is ideal for building up physical infrastructure and other infrastructure. Here is no worries will use agricultural land in such as in Java island that the food generally going on in the island of land is very suitable for food crops. Large size of the land that is very knowledgeable in the province of Central Kalimantan, with a relatively small population of about 13 people per square kilometers. Since the Province of Central Kalimantan was built in by national Indonesian’s peoples with the Dayak tribe in 1957, this province become a long house / betang that inhabited by multi-ethnics, from all sides have described the life of mutli-culture and multi-ethnic that here almost represent all of the peoples on Indonesia. We can see the composition of the Central Kalimantan population at this time that more than half of the approximately 2 million peoples have come of different tribes of Indonesia.

The capital of Central Kalimantan is located in city of Palangka Raya. The Province covers 13 Districts consist of five previous (5) Districts of origin, namely Kabupaten Kapuas, Kotawaringin Eastern District, Western District Kotawaringin, Kabupaten Barito Utara, Barito Selatan District, and 8 new districts consist of the District of Pulang Pisau, Barito Timur, Murung Raya, Seruyan, Gunung Mas, Lamandau and Sukamara. Number of sub-districts in 2007 is 107 units, consisting of 1218 villages and 116 hamlets.

In the scope of local government, the opportunity to have important positions is fair, since there is no difference between the original inhabitants and the migrants. From the Governor, mayors, regents until regular employees, from the corners of the city, consist of various tribes in Indonesia. If it can be said, in Central Kalimantan where integrated national members of tribal groups is in present.

Kalteng beach coastline that is part of the Java sea coastline is 750 kilometers along in which the 11 estuaries or mouth of the rivers, become a relatively safe area for the development of harbor and protected from the ocean turbulence because the location that provides protection from the impact of weather / climate extremes.

From an energy resource, it is known that one of the largest coal deposits are located in Central Kalimantan, exploitation issue is based on the experience of the coal companies those are currently active in the Districts, for example Murung Raya, is the difficulty of supporting infrastructure that in present is very minimal or almost zero in order to build the industrial activity. Road to the low tonnage density has not been able to support heavy industry. Potential of natural resources that is in present may cause a high cost for the investors to exploit. This case is very significant, in which for the coal to make the investment, for example, investors need to build all the facilities from zero, they must build roads, settlements, to build their own electric power, educate / bring labor and others that result in high cost and investment destination is away from the subject. Investors finally had to do the "development area" in a particular investment object.

Publication of the National Atomic Energy Agency, it is clear that Kalteng has uranium deposits that can be used for the energy / electricity. Support in natural conditions, which are relatively safe from earthquakes and other disasters, the energy potential of nuclear power is quite rational to be developed in Kalteng face on the world oil crisis, which continues to progress.

That the only island in Indonesia which is inhabited by the three countries together, the island of Kalimantan is the existence of the three countries Malaysia, Brunei and Indonesia. In the Asian region, the area is eligible to be the area of rapid economic growth to support Indonesia's development, considering most of the island of Kalimantan is the area of Indonesia. Kalimantan can become the arena of interaction social-economic-cultural-political and other brush directly to the regional Asian region, embryo of international association which can be started and the real potential for very Kalimantan in Indonesia.

With the development that is still left behind from other regions, Central Kalimantan / Kalimantan has become a destination area of the tribes of the peoples of Indonesia to economic development, as evidenced from the statistics that half of the population or even more of the population at this time is the immigrants from various corners of Indonesia. Still less that this place is in the field of business is truly a "sugar" for Indonesia. 

Kalimantan Island does not need to be a location of the capital city of Indonesia, is the consistent agreement of all parties to speed up build this area into a place that infrastructure essentially equivalent to the economic growth of Indonesia.
Ladies and Gentlemen,
As regard to the rule of ecosystem of this province, on behalf of the local government I would like come to the inside view of Difficulty of Management Services and Regional Support Facilities.

Central Kalimantan with the size of area is 1.5 times larger than area of Java is to be considered as an area of "very poor" to view from the availability of basic infrastructure that determines the dynamics of the development of an area. Population, by 2008 is about 13 people per square kilometers, scattered in many small groups almost evenly in the area. Interconnection between groups of people in daily activities is very difficult, as a means of transportation which is still in very bad condition.

Central Kalimantan in the condition of infrastructure is very minimal at this time has to be a "land of hope." Tens of thousands of employees be merged in some oil palm plantation of various ethnic people of Indonesia. At the time of peoples “getting home” during holidays, there can be seen the size of the flow of passengers to meet tight ships between islands of which some of the port nearest to the main plantation areas. CPO heavy transport oil palm is now reverberating along the road segment on the South Cross Sampit - Pangkalan Bun in the paths of public transport.

Movement-related natural resource industry of this region will be more rapidly to the front lines using that only available road transport. Because of the way the burden is increasing, will increase with the transportation of coal, iron ore, and possibly later zircon also copper, the power to support the roads in the country is very less for the purpose of acceleration of economic development areas that directly affect the economy of Indonesia. The area of oil palm planting at this time (April 2007) has reached 571,873.37 hectares net. Roughly size of oil palm plantation reaches 800,000 hectares, it is estimated that within next two years it can be near 1 million hectares. All of which will burden the road which is very narrow and limited.

Natural resources of coal utilization efforts have also stretch and potentially very large. One of the company that manages coal mining in Barito river upstream during the dry season hampered export activities, as the rivers dry up for almost 70% to the export destination ports in the far distance around 700 kilometers to the coastal area of South Kalimantan.

Transportation Support become a basic requirement to certain the flow of goods and services, to open up the Regional Isolation. However, the road is not the aspects of mobility / transportation only, but also as a tool to create an ability of government to access and manage all areas in the province in accordance with the spatial plan.

Around years of 1980-1987, the efforts of road development, the 4 (four) Governors in Kalimantan have tried to establish road development plan, but the central government at that time did not support the plan, among others, Minister of the Environment at that time Prof.Dr. Emil Salim said that "the development of road split Kalimantan jungle than can easy access logging and will destroy the tropical forest ecosystem." Struggle and effort of the Kalimantan Governors to build a road in Kalimantan, had finally together with the Military Commander of Kodam VI Tanjungpura period 1988-1991, been Mr. ZA Maulani. 

Synergistic efforts of the Kalimantan formal leaders for development road traffic Kalimantan had been taken into consideration by the central government. However, the result was only an approved road development "across Kalimantan" was a non standard road or it has not been to be a “highway”.

Classification of roads that is so called "Cross Kalimantan" is very much different from the class "highway". Build a road must meet the standards of width and the way the body material until the base layer and its method surface finishing. Build a "non highway" does not have basic rules and technical standard, because this does not clear the road class. The non standard road class of this type will only support way of social living, to connect the road at settlements in isolated conditions with one another in Kalimantan. Highway traffic is very different from the social road that only serves the social living. Road traffic in the building with material from the body in a way that is amass trench cut from the pickup on the road will not cross and select the material, all the leaves, stem, branches, grass, trees and other organic material formed into the body of the road, as well width of the road in a pickup. While for the economic scale road or highway, must meet technical standards and verified by the Director General with the strict Bina Marga that is not yet present.

Currently, the forest we had almost run out and we also do not get a better road, we only to get the cross Kalimantan road in a low capacity, because the base of the road is not met for the purpose of economic development.

However, the changes in Kalimantan society have been and continue to prosecute the class scale roads economy, able to bear the pressure of scales / load transportation of goods greater than 20 tons. Kalimantan road traffic in almost all segments has only be able to bear pressure axle average maximum 8 tons. More than 8 tons, the roads were damaged and the great increase again due to the severe rainfall, the nature of the surface soil and human cause use with the over dose.

There has not been an easy way to establish a highway in Kalimantan. This is especially when it refers to the method of construction. The classic increase in road traffic Kalimantan from class to class is a low road economy done by adding a new layer with a material that is better in the upper layer of the old. This method can be useful only in some time. Changes in the way of the cross in a jumble of material before (do not select the material, all the leaves, stem, branches, grass, trees and other organic material) to run continuously in line with the changes of time, the body can cross the road perforated large, wave, broken and others. Although, if there has not been heavy transport, the present roads are very labile material basically, because the quality has not really become clear, according to the class path that is also not clear. Efforts development of the road is always integral to the activities of the joint planning that is capable of serving the little people's lives, overcome the natural variety, and ensure the sustainability of the road as a public service and various other aspects that will always grow.

According to the map area of Kalimantan, Central Kalimantan is in the position of the middle of the provinces, this has indicated that the integration of infrastructure development and railway of Indonesia on the island of Kalimantan is very depending on the effort to create a link that can not be avoided must go through Kalteng mainland.

Governor of Central Kalimantan think that a great natural resource that should be smooth transportation in a high volume. With capability on handling a high commodities volume of transport smoothly should pressing unit cost of commodities of natural resources in Central Kalimantan. Simple economic calculation where there is a smooth supply of products to all direction of the destination, the benefits should be multiple for all parties who need the products. One example of supply of coal to parties who need transportation in poor condition will cause uncertainty in the producer and consumer, and its impact varies greatly, especially regarding the economic cost of the product is high.

Many people think that Kalimantan, Indonesia has not been feasible to get transportation "train", always thought the train service is to "high density population." A. Teras Narang, the Governor of Central Kalimantan said another. The train is a locomotive transportation of natural resources in the economy of scale to supply the needs of other areas in the Republic of Indonesia. There will present an economic chain that will arise when the train had available, is not difficult to predict.

Aspects of railway development that is to be said is very difficult and expensive in Kalimantan which is very contradictory with the successful China to build railway to reach thousands of kilometers of Tibet through the field with the even unimaginable difficulty compared with the mainland Kalimantan.

Kalimantan said although decreasing forest resources, while still able to provide timber-wood to support high-quality railway. Exemption of land with the high cost of very minimal will occur. The train does not require large maintenance costs compared to maintaining roads that cross Kalimantan that is in present form in very limited road capability of poor quality. Fixed on the left, broken on the right. Fixed in the middle next to the damaged .... a glance. Here we must always have an alternative transportation to make the certainty of transportation cycle of goods and services, and human and capable of consistent economic growth for regional level. 

Build a railway in Kalimantan will be one of the "indicator" strong signals for the resurrection of the Indonesian economy. Through this effort, there is a very strong message about the seriousness build economic pillars of national development through the Kalimantan region still has economic value of natural resources is high.

Globally, the development issue of train in Kalimantan, Indonesia will be a topic when the collectively agreed nationally. "Borneo" is an island of land in a compact. There are three countries that inhabit this island of Borneo. The third country that will make building Kalimantan into the new center of economic growth in Southeast Asia. And that's really going on in Brunei and Malaysia, small parts in the island of Kalimantan. 

Kalteng position that is in the midst of the other provinces in Kalimantan so far still have not become a blessing, but still in sight as a misfortune, squeezed in the middle of Kalimantan island without power. 

But with this position, Kalteng can offer leadership to complete the boundaries between other areas, development of road infrastructure and railway areas that integrate all of Kalimantan province, the position of the port with integrated ocean road, development of hydro electric power or other electrical, telecommunication network across regions, even in the air transportation corridor between the continents are cartographic or geographic Kalteng are in the midst of the world, up-to-Founder of the Republic of Indonesia Mr. Dr. Ir. Soekarno already long ado to say the possibility for Kalteng opportunity to become the location of the Indonesian capital. This position of Kalteng is the potential for hidden blessings (disguised blessing) that has not been up to utilize at this time.

Governor of Central Kalimantan endeavor to open as many opportunities to implement the accelerated development of basic infrastructure, with opportunities to open as many as possible in cooperation with the parties / the more advanced countries.

Plan of cooperation with the Japanese has been poured in a Memorandum Understanding (MoU), with ITOCHU Corporation - JAPAN. MoU signed in Jakarta on Monday, 16 April 2007 was the beginning of the basic infrastructure of the development process of train which started with a feasibility study with the investment value of U.S. $ 400 million. Minister of Transportation Hatta Radjasa was at present in the event to say the opportunity in the new pattern of cooperation in rail development in Indonesia is a step forward, after the approved railroad bill related to the private investor.

Preliminary feasibility study results will be submitted within four months from signing of this effect, while the financing are the full by Itochu and expected to be completed and operational in the year 2012. Development of basic infrastructure will support the economic success of sustainable development related to the utilization of natural resources that are not renewable, which is located on the strategy shift in the scale of economic activities into exploitative activities based on the benefits of human resources. When in the first phase construction is able to build a rail network along the 300 km, the transportation means can be 20 million tons of coal per year, where the fuel can save about 209 million liters, equivalent to saving the country's foreign exchange value of the fuel is imported. In the first stage, rail train will be built along 300 km while the second phase along the 700 km.

The role of the central government is using the results of a feasibility study that, through Bappenas to facilitate the scheme and obtain the appropriate financing mechanism. The Japanese who represented the Director of PT Itochu Indonesia, Yasuo Ichimura expect, the results of this study can be the best solution for the transportation of coal in Indonesia.
Ladies and Gentlemen,

In my point of view, the Discourse of Central Kalimantan Development is embedded to the description in the following. 

We have the view that the preservation of water and land resources is one of the regions, national and global. Development in Central Kalimantan has now placed in a frame layout. Although the implementation level, and because of resource development itself is always very need management expertise, should continue to be areas of infrastructure development.

I do not contradict the principle of development of infrastructure than the natural resource sustainability. The concept of me, that the infrastructure is good and true that conduct integration / synergies of the region harmonious and constructive with space / ecosystem. Is the role of government to shape / make the process of development planning to the implementation meets the care conception for environment.

In these efforts, all aspects of development, starting from the activities, programs, sectors, areas, and broader aspects of development that starts from the discourse space available, either in the form of physical, and non-physical.

Sustainable resource management, and are very holistic, they cover aspect biotic and a-biotic those must be together managed by local governments. However, in this case, the government apparatus as one component of a region biotic, must to be a key to successful conservation of natural resources. In this level of government appears "regulation" and "regulator". Regulation is created to build harmony in a space. Even with the regulations a non-physical objects will also determine a spiritual space. In concrete, when there is a threshold on a sound, then we will recognize that the excessive sound can damage our space, cause changes in the balance of space, which can affect the behavior of the space environment inhabitants who respond their ecosystem changes. More clearly again, when there are more trespassers of the ban on burning forest / land for municipal waste, if the are, the impact will cause the appropriate scale ecosystem changes / impact area.
More over, Conservation of resources (whether land, water and other) is something inherent in the existence of a local government, but at the time of the space management capabilities derecognized by the number of widgets in the lives of human space, often going to lose orientation space management.

Local governments that are also in the dimensions of space and time, consisting of a variety of apparatus with the expertise of each. Professional ability of this apparatus will establish criteria and success those parameters of space management.

Local government is an aspirator and motor in spatial management. For this insight is the preservation of resources must always be holistic in the planting and practiced by local governments in order to manage spatial aspects and public service. Empowerment of the process in using the space that can improve the welfare of the people in the area, will be very important for the role of space in the region increased its ability to be more in the aspect of sustainability of natural resources.
Ladies and Gentlemen,
I would like to conclude my speech for What I mentioned above for which I may remarking my view to say this from the Governor Of Central Kalimantan Province Paradigm In Sustainable Management of Water And Land Resources Seminar In Central Kalimantan Province at Palangka Raya as in the following:
1. Management of Water and Land Resources is the factor which is the default one in the functions of government in this area. 

2. In the management of Natural Resources, this is set by the men, who create standards and norms based on the ability of science too. 

3. To make the standards and norms that can be obeyed, or the existence of legal compliance, the government conducts it in the form of regulations / laws. 

4. Aspects of the Water and Land Resources Management by the government in the province of Central Kalimantan in a grand design / master plan that has been done with preparing the Regional Spatial Plan of the Province of Central Kalimantan. 

5. Spatial Plan is to consider harmonization of the existing components in the space of Central Kalimantan, both components of life (biotic) component and lifeless (abiotic), both in terms of formal juridical and local / traditional wisdom in the region. 

6. To create a harmonious space in Central Kalimantan, the real management of the space is required, motorized by local and central government, implementation / activities conducted through the field, program, sector, sustainable development activities in this area, with each law and regulation respectively. 

7. To manage the space, all the factors / parameters space is determined through the management of spatial considerations is always based on all aspects of regulation and the regulatory legal / official in Indonesia. 

8. Space management begins with creating tools / facilities to access the space in Central Kalimantan by both apparatuses of government, private sector and the community. Access is a tool that starts with the development of facilities / infrastructure in accordance with their respective priorities in this area. In current conditions, the main priority is to open in Central Kalimantan isolation of this area, so that can be accessed with the good and true, so it can be developed into a harmonious area for all components is in the good component biotic and abiotic. 

9. From the local government at this time, then every sector of development will present the dominant aspects of the development sector, which is always to maintain harmonization activities with the environment / space region. 

10. Therefore, in the workshop / sub seminar, will be presented basic aspects of infrastructure development, productive sector and the main supporter in this area, activities such as public works, plantations, forestry, agricultural crops and other technical institutions by officials concerned.
